The issue is that the Academia Internacional de Cabrera has continued to maintain steady progress, however, if we don’t reach out to you now, our wonderful school will be closing after 3 years of solid effort and many growing pains. 
What makes AIC Unique?
· All students are subsidized to varying degrees thereby ensuring that the haves and have-nots receive equal opportunity for a quality education. (Please see the comparison pricing chart for similar schools which is attached.
· We have made an historic alliance with an experienced educator for 2010-2011. Working in harmony with our academic partner, we will have highly qualified and motivated certified bilingual teachers and an Academic Administrator with a proven track record.

· As part of our alliance we are implementing a ‘leading edge’ teaching method which focuses on individual student progress and has formalized measurement tools for monitoring curriculum, programs, and student progress as well as teacher effectiveness.

· Our mission is to provide students (Maternal to Grade 12) with an integral, bilingual and multicultural education which includes the use of technological resources and fosters a sense of environmental and community responsibility.  Our students will be ready to participate as productive and ethical members of their local and global communities.
· Rather than the standard 4-hour school day, by having a lunch program, we are able to offer a full day of classes.

· Parents and local community participate in a volunteer program.
· Our strategic plan for the next 3 years includes;  upgraded campus and facilities, extra-curricular programs such as; music, art and drama, as well as health and nutrition programs.   We also plan significant attention to community outreach programs.

Why is a mammoth effort to maintain the Academia Internacional de Cabrera so important?
· Our community (local and foreign) has a social responsibility to overcome the barriers (social, political and economical) which hamper the Dominican educational system from growing into a progressive institution. By supporting a different means of offering competitive education to our children, we give them a unique opportunity and we are also creating a model which can be put forth as a future alternative to the existing stagnant Dominican educational system. · Our community (local and foreign) has a business need for a comprehensive educational facility offering quality education for the children of potential investors and clients.

Why do we need financial support from you? 
· Our shortfall for the year 2009-2010 is US$15,000.

· Our operational expenses for 2010-2011 are estimated at US$162,891 per year.  From this budget we are required to make an upfront payment of US$10,000 to secure the services of our Academic Partner.

· School fees are set, taking into consideration the local community’s ability to pay.  Our income from inscriptions and tuition is US$70,375 per year with an enrollment of 70 students.

· We count on other income from the sale of books, materials and uniforms of US$4,828, computer lab income of US$556 and have a grant approved of US$10,000.

· Our 2010-2011 budget shows an annual shortfall of US$77,132.  (Detailed budget attached.)

· Our immediately need therefore is US$25,000 to cover this years’ shortfall and meet our contractual obligations with our Academic Partner.
